The word that describes what we do can be tricky in the search engines. While we may know we are "copywriters," people looking for someone with our skills may type in "copy writers," "copy righters," or "copywriters." To find out what the search engines liked the most, I did an experiment. Here's what I found:

· "Copywriting" was searched 5472 times in May 2003 "Copywriter" was searched 2066 times in May 2003 

· "Copy writing" was searched 937 times in May 2003 "Copy writer" was searched 495 times in May 2003 

· "Copy righter" was not searched at all

So the word without the space (correct spelling) was searched about four times as often as the version with the space. Remember to include both versions in your meta tags!

(NOTE: "Copyright" - which is NOT what we do - was searched 41199 times in May 2003 - that version should also be in your meta tags).
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
